	Explain that you will be listening for sounds in a woodland area which is safe. Suggest wearing blind folds to help the ears to listen. Model listening in wonder and ask open questions starting with what, where, how, why, when...for example, Why do you think it makes that sound? Model drawing on the clipboard the pictures of things you think make the sounds you can hear and encourage children to draw pictures if appropriate.
