In a very quiet voice (whisper) and tap the drum very lightly and chant: “Are you ready, are you steady, here’s a tiny tapping teddy. Tap, tap, tap, tap, tiny tapping teddy.” Ask the children to sing along with you repeating.
Progress to a louder voice and tap louder on the drum (for the middle-sized teddy). “Are you ready, are you steady here’s a bigger tapping teddy. Tap, tap, tap, tap, bigger tapping teddy” Ask the children to sing along with you repeating.
Progress to a louder, booming voice and make loud bangs on the drum ““Are you ready, are you steady here’s a huge tapping teddy. Tap, tap, tap, tap, huge tapping teddy” Ask the children to sing along with you repeating.
Hold up each bear and tap according to size
Tap, tap, tap, tap tiny tapping teddy
Tap, tap, tap, tap, bigger tapping teddy
Tap, tap, tap, tap, huge tapping teddy (changing voices and volume of taps on drums.  Children can participate with one finger tapping, 2 fingers tapping and whole hand claps.
What did you notice about the way the song was sung each time? Why did my taps change each time?

Goodbye song – Goodbye, so long my friends, goodbye, so long, farewell, we’ll see you soon my friends again, so goodbye, so long, farewell.
