	Implement
	Have a pre-made present wrapped up containing an interesting item.  Ask the children to predict what might be inside.  This could be a nice way to introduce a new resource, or you can pick an item connected to an ongoing theme or story.  What do you think might be inside? Why do you think it could be..? What shape does it look like? What does it feel like? Discuss pattern/colour on wrapping paper.  Talk about what you like about the wrapped present to open up conversation.

Set up a screen in between the two sets of instruments/ sounds. Sing the following words to the tune of “Ten Green Bottles”: “Can you guess the sound in our listening game? Can you guess the sound in our listening game? Just listen very carefully to every sound that’s made And try to guess the sound in our listening game” Play one of the instruments/ sounds behind the screen and ask the children to identify which of the instruments in the set is making the sound. The child who guesses can play the instrument to check. As the children get better at the game put similar sounding instruments/ objects in the set, to develop their discrimination skills.  What sound can you hear?  What instrument could it be?  What does it remind you of? Why?

Goodbye song – Goodbye, so long my friends, goodbye, so long, farewell, we’ll see you soon my friends again, so goodbye, so long, farewell.
