· Honours degree (2.2 or above)
· Grade C or above in English, Maths and Science at GCSE
· Post 16 qualifications (e.g. A-levels, B-Tec)
· Professional Skills Tests for Teachers 
School Direct Training (Tuition Fee) 
· Graduates with/without career experience 
· Stay with host school for whole year except a six week block in a second school 
· 1 day per week external SSF training 
· 1 day per week school based training (observation, mentor meeting, planning)
· Pay fees to surrey LA - £8,250 (student loan company)
Schools Direct Training (salaried) 
· Graduates with 3years+ career experience 
· Applicants supported by the school*
· Do not pay fees
· Earn a salary as an unqualified teacher (pro-rata)
· Work in class 3 days per week (terms 1 and 2)
· Half a day each week – school based training (observation, mentor meeting, planning)
· Half a day each week will be a second school in a second age range
· Day 5 will be on external SSF training 
· Term 3 – teach 4 days per week
Recruitment 
· Apply through UCAS
· Apply to ‘Surrey South Farnham SCITT’ 
· In order to receive reference from Langshott we suggest time spent volunteering in school 
· Interviews panel (headteachers/support tutors) 
· Conditional offers – skills test and school agreement
